The design of the curriculum aims to provide interdisciplinary courses to let students
understand the diverse nature of international environment and to foster their humanitarian
concerns. Besides, some courses of management of international business work to nurture
students’ competency of business management and international negotiation.
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The faculty of the degree program is from the Department of International Affairs, the
Department of International Business Management, the Graduate Institute of International
Business and Intercultural Management, the Department of Translation and Interpreting, the
Graduate Institute of Multilingual Translation and Interpreting, the Department of English,
Department of German, Graduate Institute of European Studies. All are highly-qualified
and experienced professionals in their fields. Every year, visiting scholars and experts are
also invited to join the faculty to broaden students’ perspectives on international affairs.
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At all levels of government, large-scale multinational corporations, foreign-related business,
small-to-medium-sized business, international organizations, non-profit organizations, and
religious organizations, the professionals needed for foreign-related tasks are normally those
who can adapt to the changing nature of globalization and not those who have doctoral
degrees or highly-specialized skills. This degree program, with its whole-English learning
environment and practicum-oriented courses on various issues of international affairs,
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positions its graduates to the exact needs of the public and private sectors.

The Graduate Institute of Foreign Language Education and Cultural Industries aims at
cultivating professionals excelling in teaching foreign languages at all levels of education,
and in managing foreign language education and cultural industries, such as remedial
teaching, publishing, mass communication and other language related businesses.
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1. The curriculum design equips graduate students with the theoretical and practical

knowledge and abilities in foreign language instruction, teaching/learning material design,
and management of foreign language education and cultural industries.
